Ballston Spa, NY — The Saratoga County Department of Public Health Services 

today announced that there are 364 confirmed cases of COVID-19 in Saratoga 

County and 11 of those individuals are hospitalized at this time.

COVID-19 is widespread 
  
As you may have seen,  the Saratoga County Department of Public Health 

Services has posted data in a more comprehensive way on its website, 

including breakdowns of positive cases by municipality.  
  
It is important to note that there may be a false sense of security when looking 

at these numbers by municipality. It is clear that the COVID-19 virus is 

widespread throughout our county, and the numbers are deceiving due to the 

lack of testing.   
  
There is no way to capture the individuals who have the virus and do not show 

any signs or symptoms. An asymptomatic person can still spread the virus to 

others. It is especially important to continue to wear a face covering when out in 

public and keep greater than six feet from one another. As always, clean and 

disinfect common surfaces, wash your hands and use hand sanitizer frequently.
